Others in attendance: Clerk Amber Madoll, MSA Engineering- Jon Loye, and Duluth Tax & Accounting Services- Donovan Frye.
1. Call Meeting to Order, Pledge of Allegiance: Chairman Comnick called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
2. Roll Call: Kevin Comnick, Penny Dieryck, Jeff Erikson, Duayne Anderson, Dewey Johnson, and Steve Torgeson were in attendance. 
3. Approve Agenda: Motion made by Penny Dieryck, seconded by Jeff Erikson to approve the agenda as written. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0. Kevin Comnick, Penny Dieryck, Jeff Erikson, Duayne Anderson, Dewey Johnson, and Steve Torgeson voted in favor. 
4. Approve Minutes: Motion made by Steve Torgeson, seconded by Penny Dieryck to approve the Regular Meeting Minutes from October 20, 2023 as written. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0. Kevin Comnick, Penny Dieryck, Jeff Erikson, Duayne Anderson, Dewey Johnson, and Steve Torgeson voted in favor. 
5. Public Comment: None
6. Board Treasurer’s Report: Supervisor Johnson stated that the reconciliation looks good; stated the current checking ($1,528.91), savings ($12,648.43), and capital fund balances ($50,474.43); and updated the board on the aging summary- user fees ($19,520.36). He asked Frye about the charge for account analysis and Frye explained that it is the fee for using the ACH system.
7. Sign/Approve Checks and Monthly Transfers: Motion made by Duayne Anderson, seconded by Steve Torgeson to approve checks and monthly transfers as presented in the written financial report. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0. Kevin Comnick, Penny Dieryck, Jeff Erikson, Duayne Anderson, Dewey Johnson, and Steve Torgeson voted in favor.


8. Duluth Tax and Accounting Services: Frye explained the status of the FEMA requests and that there are two, one for category F and one for category D. He stated that the deadline for the processing of everything is 1/19/24. He also stated that he would begin to work on the audit on Friday. Motion made by Duayne Anderson, seconded by Dewey Johnson to approve the Treasurer’s Report and Duluth Tax and Accounting Services Report. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0. Kevin Comnick, Penny Dieryck, Jeff Erikson, Duayne Anderson, Dewey Johnson, and Steve Torgeson voted in favor. 

9. PeopleService: Chairman Comnick stated that he talked with Schmidt and the available pumps are good for now.
10. MSA Engineering:
A. Loye went over his report. 
B. Televising: Loye stated that the televising is going ok via house sells. They are tracking the properties being televised. Chairman Comnick stated that PLAWCS does not have to complete 10% annually, as long as, the televising is progressing. Frye stated that he did cushion the budget in case a televising contractor was needed.
C. 4946 Midway Road: Clerk Madoll stated that she had emailed the contractor and owner, as well as, talked with the owner about needing a certificate of compliance from MDH concerning their well but has still not received one. 
D. 4971 Nelsondale Road: Chairman Comnick stated that the driveway permit for the property was denied by Canosia Township and that the owner had recently been seen pumping water out of the wetlands. He stated that Loye should have brought the property to the board before approving their LUP. He advised Loye to visit the property in the spring to make sure that water doesn’t go into the manhole. 
E. 5845/5851 SPLR: Loye stated that he talked with Ogston about the plan to temporarily cover the line and he thinks that it is a good plan. Chairman Comnick stated that he was going to have a meeting with representatives from the county, PLAWCS, Canosia Township, and the township Road Foreman to discuss the property. He stated that the county is interested in talking about more than one property and possible options to address the concern. Clerk Madoll stated that Ogston had asked to be notified of any meetings concerning the property and asked if she should notify him of the meeting. Chairman Comnick stated no as the meeting for now is only for representatives from the governmental entities.

12. Old Business
A. 2024 Operational Budget: The board reviewed the budget with Frye. Motion made by Duayne Anderson, seconded by Kevin Comnick to approve the 2024 PLAWCS Operational Budget with 3% increase to residential and commercial user rates and a $1,000.00 increase to utilities. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0. Kevin Comnick, Jeff Erikson, Duayne Anderson, Dewey Johnson, Penny Dieryck, and Steve Torgeson voted in favor. Chairman Comnick stated that a letter explaining the increase should be sent to the users in January. 
B. Sump Pump Ordinance: The board was in agreement to remove the topic from the monthly agenda. 
C. 2024 Meeting Dates: Motion made by Dewey Johnson, seconded by Penny Dieryck to approve the draft 2024 Meeting Dates with moving the May 2024 meeting up to May 20th due to Memorial Day. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0. Kevin Comnick, Jeff Erikson, Duayne Anderson, Dewey Johnson, Penny Dieryck, and Steve Torgeson voted in favor.

14. Adjourn: Motion made by Duayne Anderson, seconded by Dewey Johnson to adjourn the meeting at 7:34 pm. Motion carried unanimously, 6-0. Kevin Comnick, Jeff Erikson, Duayne Anderson, Dewey Johnson, Penny Dieryck, and Steve Torgeson voted in favor.
